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PROHIBITED SERVER PERMIT OFFENSES
Pursuant to City of Conyers Ordinance Section 9-1-61 “Considerations for Granting Applications for Alcoholic Beverage Handling Permits”, your permit application to serve alcohol within the City of Conyers will be DENIED and any fees you have paid WILL NOT BE REFUNDED if you have been charged with, arrested for or convicted of any of the following criminal offenses WITHIN THE LAST 5 YEARS. Before you submit your application and pay the required fee, please make sure you have not been charged with, arrested for or convicted of any of these offenses: 
· Any Felony.
· Two or more offenses of Driving Under the Influence (DUI).
· Any offense related to misdemeanor fraud.
· Any offense related to misdemeanor theft.
· Any offense related identity theft.
· Any offense related to lottery rules or regulations.
· Any offense related to illegal gambling.
· Any offense related to misdemeanor dishonesty.
· Any misdemeanor drug offenses.
· Any offense related to soliciting for prostitution.
· Any offense related to pandering.
· Any offense related to letting premises for prostitution.
· Any offense related to keeping a disorderly place.
· Any offense related to the illegal possession or sale of illegal drugs or alcoholic beverages.
· Any charges related to the manufacture or sale of alcoholic beverages. 
· Violations of any law, regulation, or ordinance relating to the sale or service of alcoholic beverages. 
· Any sex offenses.
· Any offense related to the manufacture or sale of alcoholic beverages.
Additionally, if your criminal history reveals a pattern of criminal behavior to include fraud, forgery, theft, embezzlement or violent crimes, your overall criminal history will be considered before a decision is made.
Please note that a plea of NOLO CONTENDERE IS CONSIDERED A CONVICTION. If you were sentenced under the First Offender Act for any of the above crimes, your first offender must be COMPLETED. This means that your probation must be completed and fines paid. You will also be required to provide official certified court or probation documents showing that your first offender sentence has been completed. 
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
